The medical forms will be sent home next term so that the
information we collect is more up-to-date.

IMPORTANT: Ambulance Cover for Students

All children attending NSW Public Schools are covered by
insurance if they require the services of an ambulance while
they are at school or on any school excursion in NSW.

But this ambulance cover is not available when students
visit Queensland on excursions. Parents and carers need to
be aware that in the unlikely event of needing ambulance
assistance on an excursion in Queensland the parents/carers
will be billed for the ambulance expenses.

In order to be covered for the use of an ambulance in
Queensland you need to have private health insurance
ambulance cover. It is possible to take out ambulance-only
cover which is not very expensive.

The payment schedule is:

First - $100 by 11" September

Second - $100 by 16" October

Final - $130 by 13" November

Parents are welcome to make more frequent payments of
smaller amounts if that is easier for the family budget.

Please contact the school if you are not able to meet the
payment plan.

Afternoon Travel Arrangements

This year there has been an increasing number of changes
to daily travel arrangements. Afternoons are now more
stressful for the teacher on bus duty who has the
responsibility of ensuring all children leave according to
their afternoon travel plan.
